A large steel anchor with splayed terminals stands erect in a fenced enclosure 
adjacent to the Carmuirs Co-op.  It was dedicated to the Merchant Navy in 2010 

and appropriately fronts on to Mariner Street.  Links of the chain extend from 
the top to the ground.  A metal plaque at its foot reads:
